3. 1st, 2nd and 3rd will be given in each lot. 
4. Best of Show Rosette and $20 will be given to the best arrangement. (silk arrangements not 
eligible) 
5. NO PROFESSIONAL FLORIST DISPLAYS. 
6. No artificial/silk flowers. 
7. No artificial greenery. 
8. No arrangement over 20 inches wide. 
9. Materials used in the floral design arrangements DO NOT have to be grown by the exhibitor. 
10. This competition is open to anyone with imagination and creativity. No professionals, please! 
11. Entries will be taken Monday, August 6 from 8-10 a.m. Silk or dried may be entered Sunday, 
August 5 or Monday, August 6 from 8-10 a.m.
